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To get the workshop started, this group game is a good way to warm up with each other. It is also suitable if the participants have different knowledge. Along the way, the participants get to know each other better and learn some facts about the EU.

Rules:

· Each persons gets one tissue flag of one EU-Country and represents this country 
· The game participants line up in a row
· Moderator asks 1 question per round; 1 round = 1 question
· The participants must sort themselves according to the answers applicable to the country they represent
· Position very right means: the most/highest (e.g. EU country with the most inhabitants)
· Position very left means: the lowest/the least (e.g. EU country with the least inhabitants)
